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The reconstruction of Median history in modern scholarship primarily relies on
two main sources: the Greek narrative, particularly Herodotus' Histories, and
the Neo-Assyrian and Neo-Babylonian sources written in cuneiform. Scholars
like Diakonoff (1956) regarded Herodotus as providing "the only genuine
coherent history of Media." Despite his extensive use of cuneiform records
related to Media, Diakonoff still validated the key events of Median history
primarily through Herodotus. This reliance on Greek sources, while valuable,
has shaped modern interpretations of the Median kingdom, often
overshadowing the wealth of information found in contemporary cuneiform
texts. This essay critically re-examines four fundamental aspects of the Median
kingdom as described by Herodotus, revisiting these themes in light of
cuneiform evidence. The aspects explored include: the establishment of an
empire by the Medes, the existence of a unified Median royal dynasty, the
number of kings who ruled Media and their familial relationships, and whether
or not the kingdom of Cyrus the Great was a vassal of Media before its rise.
Additionally, the essay delves into the political and military developments of
the late seventh century BCE, when a new force emerged in the Ancient Near
East, leading to the eventual downfall of the Neo-Assyrian Empire. It argues
that cuneiform sources should be prioritized over Greek accounts due to their
closer proximity to the events they describe, thus offering a more direct view
of Median history. The analysis also considers the biases inherent in both the
Greek and cuneiform narratives, acknowledging how political and religious
motives may have influenced their portrayals of events. Ultimately, the essay
calls for a more nuanced understanding of the Medes, suggesting that a
combination of both Greek and cuneiform sources, when critically analyzed,
can offer a more comprehensive, balanced reconstruction of Median history,
culture, politics, and lasting legacy.
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1. Introduction

The study of Median history has long been reliant on two primary sources: Greek historiography,
particularly Herodotus' Histories, and cuneiform texts from the Neo-Assyrian and Neo-Babylonian
periods. Scholars such as Diakonoff (1956) traditionally considered Herodotus to provide the most
coherent and structured account of the Medes, supplementing it with cuneiform evidence. However,
recent advances in Assyriology and Near Eastern studies challenge this reliance on Greek sources,
emphasizing the need to reevaluate Median history through the lens of contemporaneous cuneiform
records.

This article critically reassesses four key aspects of the Median kingdom as presented in Herodotus'
narrative and compares them with cuneiform sources: the nature of Median statehood, the existence of
a unified Median royal dynasty, the number and sequence of Median kings, and the alleged vassal
relationship between the Medes and the early Persian kingdom before the rise of Cyrus the Great. By
doing so, this research aims to correct misconceptions and provide a more accurate reconstruction of
Median history based on primary sources.

The first issue examined is whether the Medes established a centralized empire, as Herodotus
suggests. According to Herodotus, the Medes, under Deioces, unified into a single polity and
established an organized monarchy. However, cuneiform sources paint a different picture. The Neo-
Assyrian annals from the reigns of Tiglath-Pileser III (744—727 BCE), Sargon II (721-705 BCE), and
Esarhaddon (681-669 BCE) frequently mention the Medes, but they do not refer to them as a unified
kingdom. Instead, these records depict the Medes as a collection of semi-independent polities, each
ruled by local chieftains. The Medes appear in Assyrian texts as subjects who paid tribute rather than
as a consolidated empire. This contradicts the Greek portrayal of an early Median kingdom with a
centralized administration and a royal capital.

The second issue explored in this article is the existence of a distinct Median royal dynasty.
Herodotus presents a sequential line of Median kings—Deioces, Phraortes, Cyaxares, and Astyages—
who ruled over a unified Median kingdom. However, cuneiform texts suggest a different reality.
While rulers such as Kastaritu and Umakistar (identified with Cyaxares) are mentioned in the late
seventh-century BCE texts, they are not part of a clear dynastic sequence. Instead, the evidence
suggests that Median political power was more fluid, possibly based on shifting alliances rather than a
hereditary monarchy. Additionally, the term Umman-manda, frequently used in Babylonian sources to
describe the Medes, has a broader historical usage and does not necessarily indicate a distinct empire.
In earlier Assyrian records, Umman-manda referred to various external groups, including the
Cimmerians and Scythians. Its later association with the Medes appears to be a rhetorical device used
by the Babylonians to describe their northern allies rather than a definitive marker of Median
statehood.

The third major issue concerns the number and identity of Median kings. While Herodotus lists
four kings, Ctesias, a later Greek historian, provides an entirely different list, naming nine Median
rulers, beginning with Arbaces, who supposedly overthrew the Assyrians. Cuneiform sources,
however, contradict both accounts. They provide names of rulers who were likely Median leaders,
such as Daiukku (Deioces?), Kastaritu (Phraortes?), and Umakistar (Cyaxares?), but the chronological
inconsistencies between the Greek and cuneiform records suggest that Herodotus’ list is not entirely
historical. Furthermore, Herodotus' timeline of Median rule (150 years) does not align with
archaeological and textual evidence from the Neo-Assyrian and Neo-Babylonian periods. The
inconsistency in the number and reigns of Median rulers indicates that the Greek accounts likely
incorporated mythical elements and anachronistic structuring.

The fourth issue concerns the nature of the relationship between the Medes and the early Persian
state before the rise of Cyrus the Great. Herodotus describes the Persian conquest of Media as a
rebellion against Median dominance, led by Cyrus, who was allegedly the grandson of Astyages
through his mother, Mandane. However, this genealogical link is absent in cuneiform sources. The
Nabonidus Chronicle, a near-contemporary source, describes the fall of Astyages (Istumegu) without
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mentioning any kinship ties between Cyrus and the Median king. Instead, it reports that Astyages'
army rebelled against him and delivered him to Cyrus. This suggests that the transition of power was
more of an internal coup within the Median elite rather than an outright conquest by a subordinate
Persian state. The cuneiform evidence thus challenges the traditional Greek narrative of Persian
subjugation under the Medes and the subsequent liberation by Cyrus.

Additionally, this study examines the political and military developments of the late seventh
century BCE, a period that saw the emergence of new power structures in the Ancient Near East. The
Medes played a crucial role in the downfall of the Neo-Assyrian Empire, particularly in the sack of
Nineveh in 612 BCE, in alliance with the Babylonians. The Babylonian Fall of Nineveh Chronicle
attributes the victory over Assyria to the combined efforts of the Babylonian king Nabopolassar and
the Median king Umakistar (Cyaxares). However, unlike the Babylonians, who consolidated their
power into a centralized state, the Medes did not leave behind inscriptions or administrative records
indicating a bureaucratic structure. This lack of internal documentation raises doubts about the Medes'
ability to establish an empire comparable to that of the Assyrians or Babylonians.

The article also addresses the historiographical biases present in both Greek and Mesopotamian
sources. Greek historians, writing centuries after the events, had limited access to Median records and
likely relied on oral traditions and Persian court narratives. Their accounts, particularly those of
Herodotus, reflect a perspective that sought to frame the Persian rise to power in a dramatic and linear
fashion. On the other hand, Mesopotamian sources, while closer to the events, were often influenced
by political and religious agendas. Babylonian chronicles, for example, emphasize the role of divine
will in legitimizing the actions of kings and frequently present history as a struggle between rightful
rulers and illegitimate usurpers. Recognizing these biases is essential for constructing a more balanced
and accurate account of Median history.

Ultimately, this article argues that a nuanced approach, combining both Greek and cuneiform
sources while critically assessing their reliability, is necessary for reconstructing Median history.
While Herodotus provides valuable narrative details, his account should not be taken at face value,
especially when it conflicts with contemporary evidence. Cuneiform texts, despite their fragmentary
nature, offer a more immediate glimpse into the political dynamics of the period. By integrating these
sources, we can achieve a more comprehensive understanding of the Medes, their role in the Ancient
Near East, and their transition from a confederation of tribal entities to a key player in the power shifts
leading to the rise of the Persian Empire.
